Please sign up for
an account with Mr. Sida in the school attendance office if you don’t have one.

3. Homework Policy — Since we are a project-oriented class, your child’s homework will be to
make sure that he or she is using the rubric for each assignment to insure it is completed by the
due dates.

4. Behavior — Students will be expected to abide by the class rules which are posted, their
signed behavior contracts, the MMS school rules & dress code, and the LAUSD Acceptable Use
Policy.
